Taking notes can help us understand the listening text and improve the skill of distinguishing between useful and useless information.

It helps us reduce the burden on our brains and accurately catch the main content of the text. The way of taking notes can vary from
person to person. You can write down the information that is important as much as possible, such as the names of people, place names,
various data, facts, reasons, etc. The good notes should be a brief outline of what you are listening to, which can be keywords, phrases or
sentences. The key is to be brief and clear. For example: for the question of filling blanks in the table, you could write the correct answer if
you record the blanks while listening.
