This book is written for students who study
or are going to study Chinese ab initio,
Chinese B standard level (SL) and higher
level (HL) in International Baccalaureate
Diploma Program. A lot of students find
IBDP Chinese really challenging when they
first start the course and it can be a hard
transition for many of them. This book is
particularly written to serve as a smooth
transition to IBDP Chinese.

The book is organized in the four major
language skills, namely listening, speak-
ing, reading and writing, which are all as-
sessed in the course. In each component,
exercises from the five prescribed themes,
Identities, Experiences, Human ingenuity,
Social organization and Sharing the planet,
are set. In each theme, three exercises
which represent ab initio, SL and HL levels
of difficulty can be found. Exercise 1 is the
easiest and Exercise 3 is the hardest. Stu-
dents can start from the exercise they find
most comfortable and do as much as they
find useful.
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For Chinese BHL students, they need to
study literature and this can be a chal-
lenge to most of them. Therefore, some
appropriate extracts have been carefully
selected for students to study. We have in-
cluded five writing samples with teacher’s
comments so that students can familiarize
themselves with the marking criteria. In
each oral exercise, there is a sample script
and teacher’'s comments for students’ ref-
erence so that they can be more confident
in this internal assessment.

In addition, there are audio recordings for
students to finish the listening exercises
on their own. They can also refer to the
transcript of each audio according for the

answers.

Both teachers and students will find this
book extremely useful, whether it is be-
ing used as the school's textbook or as
self-learning reference materials. We wish
all of you have an easy transition to the IB
journey with this book and enjoy the two-
year Chinese course!
